All of these butterflies
are meadow and long grass dwellers, and many depend upon nettles, brambles and thistle for breeding and foraging.

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Note: All three Skippers can be found on North Meadow. Very similar in appearance but can be differentiated by very close inspection of antenna
tips. Large Skipper has hooks at the tip of the antenna. Essex antenna tip (underside) is black, whilst the Small is Orange.
If in doubt record it as a Small Skipper
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
